
Tuition covers only 80% of the day-to-day costs of
running our school.

Garces Memorial is providing over $1,200,000 in
tuition assistance this year which is helping 40% of
our families.

A top priority is to ensure the safety of our
students by upgrading existing campus safety and
security systems, from the campus perimeter to
every classroom.

Garces tuition = $13,500 per student.  Cost to
educate = $16,300 per student. The Annual Fund
bridges the $2,800 gap in what we charge our
families and the actual cost of a Garces Memorial
education.
